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The Starlight Pines Community Center may be used by Starlight Pines Homeowners Association members, residents and local community organizations. If a concern or disagreement about the use of the center for a specific event arises, the Starlight Pines Homeowners Association Board of Directors will have the final approval or disapproval of that event.

Starlight Pines groups, property owners and residents will have priority use of the hall but every effort will be made to accommodate community organizations.

*  No use is allowed for partisan politics or church related activities.

*  No alcoholic beverages are to be served on the premises.

*  No smoking is allowed in the building.

*  No unsupervised/unchaperoned youth groups, children's parties or teen-aged events are allowed.

*  There must be at least one adult for every eight (8) children age twelve (12) years and younger.  
There must be one adult for every 10 (10) children between the ages of age eleven (11) and 
eighteen (18).

*  If an event is cancelled, the Event Coordinator will be notified immediately.

*  If an event is cancelled at least twenty-four (24) hours before the happening, the deposit will be refunded.  

*  If the event is cancelled within twenty-four (24) hours of the happening, the deposit is non-refundable.

*  Hours of use will be from 7:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. 

*  No animals except service dogs will be allowed in the building.

All food and food serving items will be provided by the user.  If the kitchen is used for food preparation, a person with a valid food handler's certificate must be present.  The refrigerator and freezer may be used to temporarily store food and drink.

All food and trash must be removed to the Starlight Pines trash site by the user at the end of the meeting. 

Access to the Starlight Pines trash site is to be facilitated by the Event Coordinator.

The user must leave the hall and kitchen clean, litter-free, orderly and set up as it was found. 

All audio/video equipment must be provided by the user.
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The SLP HOA Board meetings and study sessions, the Starlighters meetings and events, the Architectural Committee, the Fire Safety Committee, Green Belt Committee, Property Rules Committee and any other committees sanctioned by the Board will not be charged for using the facility.

Local community organizations such as other homeowners associations, clubs and youth groups who would like to use the center for regularly, scheduled meetings will be charged an annual (January thru December), non-refundable use fee of $240.00 with a three (3) hour per meeting limit regardless of whether or not it is scheduled by a Starlight Pines property owner.  After the three-hour limit, there will be a $15.00 per hour per meeting fee.  This fee is to cover utilities and expendable paper supplies.  This fee does not cover "party" events.

Local community organizations such as other homeowners associations and clubs who would like to use the community center for a one-time meeting will be charged a use fee of $20.00 per hour.  This fee is to cover utilities and expendable paper supplies.  The charge begins when the door is unlocked to allow for the meeting set-up and ends when the door is locked after clean-up, at the end of the meeting.  This fee covers meeting-type events.
Local community youth organizations such as 4-H and Scouts who would like to use the center for a one-time meeting will be charged a use fee of $10.00 per hour. This fee is to cover utilities and expendable paper supplies.  The charge begins when the door is unlocked to allow for the meeting set-up and ends when the door is locked after clean-up, at the end of the meeting.  This fee covers meeting-type events.

*  If an event is cancelled, the Event Coordinator will be notified immediately.  

*  If an event is cancelled at least twenty-four (24) hours before the happening, the deposit will be refunded. 

All meeting events, whether one-day or monthly require a refundable damage/cleaning deposit of $200.00 payable at the time the reservations are made.  It will be returned within ten (10) days if the center is left in satisfactory condition.  


Note: The authorized representative of the renting organization is responsible for any damage 
incurred while the community center is under his or her use.  Damage must be reported to the 
Event Coordinator.  The Starlight Pines Board of Directors will see that the damage is repaired and 
the responsible person assessed.

Community Service Events are events that benefit the larger community.  They may include brought-in refreshments but do not involve major food preparation.  No fees will be charged for Community Service events.

The center may be used as a voting place for local, state and national registered elections. 

The center may be used for blood drives and community information presentations by such groups as the Forest Service and Coconino County.

These events are one time only and may include major food preparation, decorations and music. 

Starlight Pines property owners and residents will not be charged an hourly fee but the resident must be in attendance at the event or party

Residents in communities outside Starlight Pines but within the 86024 zip code may hold events on an individually Board approved basis at the rate of $20.00 per hour.  The charge begins when the door is unlocked to allow for the event set-up and ends when the door is locked after clean-up at the end of the event.

All parties or events require a refundable $200.00 damage/cleaning deposit payable at the time the reservations are made.  It will be returned within ten (10) days if the center is left in satisfactory condition.
